The earthquake destroyed the original 16th century monastery of St. Gerasimos in 1953, except from its bell tower.
Now a more recent small church lies where the original monastery was located and a bigger even more recent church
has been built nearby, in byzantine style. There are also other two buildings around the church, one of which houses
the nuns (it is a female monastery) and the other is a guesthouse. The small church is built above a cave that the
patron Saint of Kefalonia himself built with his own bare hands. His unknowingly preserved body is kept in this small
church.

The cave at Melissani is actually a partially covered subterranean lake. Whenever the sun is directly overhead, its rays
strike the ultramarine water, shattering into a myriad of phantasmagoric colors.

Drogarati, on the other hand is known for its unusual stalactites.

In the area of Lassi, 1.5 kilometers from Argostoli, are the famous Katavavothres, (swallow-holes),
a rare geological phenomenon. Here seawater enters openings in the rock and “disappears”.

Of the old, immensely attractive city of Argostoli, the capital, which was also destroyed by the earthquake in 1953, very
little remain; the arched bridge stretching across the lagoon and the obelisk at its centre, which commemorates the
date of its construction.

Lixouri, Kefalonia's second largest town, has a peaceful atmosphere, a lovely 19th century mansion-museum, and
vestiges of the ancient city of Pali.

The Monastery of Agios Andreas near the village of Peratata has a wonderful icons collection. Above the monastery
looms the castle of St. George built by the Venetians in 1504. The view of fertile valley and its villages spreads out
below the castle is splendid.

Fiskardo, the northernmost harbor in Kefalonia, has kept its traditional color.
Lying opposite and very close to Ithaca is surrounded by a thick cypress glade.
